PASSE COMPOSE - VERBES IRREGULIERS (3E GROUPE)

What is the passé composé ?

It is a past tense equivalent to the present perfect and simple past in English, referring to an action
that took place in the past, and is over.

How is it formed?

subject pronoun + auxiliary avoir (to have) or &tre (to be) in the present tense + past participle of
the conjugated verb.

How to form the past participle with irregular verbs?

Forming the past participle of irregular verbs is difficult as it doesn't necessarily follow a pattern.
Please learn the main verbs' past participle by heart.

Examples of irregular 3rd group verbs:

1. prendre - to take = j'ai pris* (I have taken/I took)
2. boire - to drink = nous avons bu (we have drunk/we drank)
3. étre - to be =1l a été (he has been/he was)

Only reflexive verbs and movement verbs use &tre in the passé composé.
Other verbs from the third group and their past participles:

* avoir - eu (to have - had)

e vouloir - voulu (to want - wanted)

e pouvoir - pu (to be able to - been able to)
e aller - allé (to go - gone)

¢ faire - fait (to do/make - done/made)

e sortir - sorti (to go out - gone out)

e rendre - rendu (to give back - given back)
* VOir - vu (to see - seen)
